School Records

Parent must provide LCS with yearly attendance records, course objectives, and semester grades.

In the event parent receives a “contact” from county authorities, the school administrator is always available for help and advice.  LCS works together with HSLDA in guiding enrolled parents, which is why it is required that parents join HSLDA when under the LCS homeschool umbrella program.
Field Trips

If interested, one may hook up with the regular LCS field trips. However, parent must come along and help provide child’s transportation, if necessary. There may be an extra fee for the particular field trip.

Transcripts
Students enrolled in record keeping may receive a transcript  from LCS as long as minimum standards are met (4 yrs grammar/lit., 2/3 yrs math, 2/3 yrs. Science, ¾ yrs history, 4 yrs Bible, electives, all totaling 23+ credits)..  Transcripts will be issued at the end of the year in which the student has been enrolled upon request by parent(s).  Graduating seniors may request a transcript at mid-term of their senior year.  Transcripts will not be prepared for those not enrolled in LCS’s umbrella program.  LCS will not make any effort toward preparing transcripts for students intending to go to public school.  (LCS cannot assure parents that any public school will accept high school credits earned while under the LCS Umbrella Program.)

OPTIONAL CLASSES OR SERVICES

Stanford/PSAT Tests

PSATs are offered in the fall and Stanford in the spring. Tests include administration and evaluation. Call the office to enroll your child. There is a registration deadline for each test.
